Tapes and Score Sheets: may be picked up at the tabulation area shortly after your prelim performance.  
Tabulation will be in the Press Box at both sites.  Scores:  will be posted throughout prelims at both sites 
near the main gate. 
 
 
Wristbands:  Enclosed in the packet you will get upon check in, are wristbands for your band members. 
Please see that every band member gets one, this is their only way back into the stadium to watch other 
performing units. The plastic wristbands are to be worn for both days and are water proof. 
 



Pit Passes:  Your pit passes are enclosed in the packet you will pick up upon check in. Finalist bands 
will receive their finals pit/chaperon passes at the retreat ceremony.   
  
Pit Equipment:  Pit carts will use the performer entrance into both facilities. Prior to entering the 
performance area, (the goal line) wait for the timing and penalty judge to give you the go ahead to 
proceed.   After unloading the equipment, move pit carts to the end of field, opposite the stadium pit cart 
entrance, make a U-turn and wait for the completion of the performing band. Stay off of the performance 
field. 
 
Bus Drivers:  Will be allowed free access to the show.  They must be in uniform or have an I.D. showing 
they are a driver. 
 
Warm-Up Areas:  Are designated on the enclosed maps for both sites.  Please do not deviate from this.  
Be sensitive to sound interference with bands already in competition.  
 
Gate Time:  Please be at the main gate no later than 10 minutes prior to your performance.  
 
Performers Re-Entry at PRELIMS:  Performers and band Chaperones, who are wearing a pit pass wrist 
band are offered seating on the front stage side from the 20 yard line to the 0 yard line on both ends of 
the stadium.  Please remind your students to keep noise levels down when bands are on the field.  
 
Non-Finalist Bands wearing their participant wristbands at FINALS:  Are invited to attend finals 
free of charge. Show your wristband at the performer gate; move directly to the performer seats 
designated above, on the front side bleacher area between the 20 yard line and the 0 yard lines.  Only 
parents with finalist bands will be receiving pit passes for finals.  Non-finalists parents must purchase a 
wristband   We have reserved special bus parking for you (note the detail map for finals) and your 
students at finals should you plan to remain for that event. WE APPRECIATE YOU AND ALL OF 
YOUR STUDENTS 
 
Souvenirs:  WBA T-shirts and pins will be available for sale in the general vicinity of the main gate area.  
 
Video and Audio Taping:  Your parents are welcomed to video tape their band’s performance. 
 
PRELIM RETREAT:  Each preliminary contest will have an award ceremony consisting of Drum 
Majors and Guard Captains.   At this time we will announce scores and award the class Champion’ 
banners, placement & special awards trophies, and participant plaques.  
  
FINALS RETREAT:  Please have your Drum Majors, Guard Captains and scholarship recipient 
ready to go at the end of finals.  Line up will occur at the performer entrance. Please line up in the 
order of your appearance.  A member of WBA will be there to assist in lining up each group.

Class champion banners will be presented to each of the class champions at prelims and to the 2 
combined champions at the two finals competitions.
