From time to time | visit various rehearsals of our award winning performance groups
and | see a lot of rifles hit the floor, | hear a lot of notes being played wrong, | see formations
marched incorrectly and | see and hear the kids rehearse the same things over and over again,
grinding through their failures to achieve the high levels of performance that we have all grown
accustomed to. This is the part of the program that builds perseverance and character. As | have
said many times, this is not an instrumental music and color guard program as much as it is a
character building program. Our kids grind through hours of rehearsals for performances that
last maybe &-10 minutes, as is the case for Marching Band, Winter Guard and Drumline. Why do
these kids and coaches do it? Because they love it and they love the success they achieve after
working through all of their failures. One of the things | love the most is to see the faces of all
these kids after they have completed a great performance. This is what this program is all about.
Helping our children recognize the actual need for failure and working through the failure to achieve
that level of perfection that they so dearly desire and strive for.

So when your kid comes home and says, “| can’t do it. It is too hard.” Remind them that they are

on the brink of succeses. Here are some quotes that | think make my point today:
