We need 12 to 15 people 
each competition to load up the 4 trailers and get the stuff out, placed, hooked up back off the 
field and back into the truck. You aren’t a JACO (Just Another Casual Observer).  If we don’t do it 
right, we can cost our kids points and lower their scores. What better place to be then out on the 
field with your kid and 115 of their closest friends? Give it a try! The best way to get into the swing 
of things is to come to a football game and help out at halftime. When the band kids get up and 
come down to the field, you’ll see some of us going out there too. Follow us and see how easy and 
fun The Pit can be. You won’t regret it! Come on down!

We also repair and repaint the equipment before Marching Season and before Winter Drumline. 
We’ll be scheduling a FixIt day in early September and need help fixing, cleaning and painting our 
instruments and rolling stock. Dads, moms and of course, students (that’s you Pit and Battery !) 
are needed for a ½ day or so of manual labor, usually in the 9AM to 2ish timeframe. Keep an eye 
out for FixIt Day on the calendar.

MONEY MATTERS...............................................................................
Welcome to our returning and new families!  I hope you’ve had an enjoyable summer and are 
ready for another year in our outstanding music program.  My name is Kay Jacques and I’m your 
treasurer.  Every student in the program has their own account, even siblings.  This is where I keep 
track of the costs you are billed, the payments you make, and the credits that you earn by 
participating in fundraisers.  Beginning with our booster meeting in August, you will receive a 
statement every month that shows all the activity in your account from July 1st, the start of our 
fiscal year.  I hand out the statements at each booster meeting and if you can’t attend one, I will 
mail the statement to you.  

Since the booster organization has bills to pay also, it is really important that you make your 
payments as scheduled.  The schedule was in the welcome packet on the Participation Form 
showing total amount due and payment due dates.  If you have a problem maintaining this 
schedule, or need to make smaller payments over a slightly longer amount of time, it is imperative 
that you contact me so we can set up a schedule for you.  I can’t stress enough how 
important it is for you to keep up on your payments!
Payments can either be given to me at the booster meetings or mailed to my home at 21902 
Calderas, MV, 92691.  



All checks should be made payable to THHS Music Boosters.  My name should not appear 
anywhere on the check.  There is also a lock box located in the music room outside of Mr. Moreau's 
office where payments can be placed (in an envelope please) but since I no longer have a student 
in the program, I will rarely be at school to check the box.
 
We now offer another way for you to make a payment on your account:  you can use PayPal. 
Simply go to our website, www.thhsmusic.com, scroll down to the bottom left side under 
“boosters” and click on “payments / purchases”.  This will send you to the PayPal link and you can 
make your payment there.  Please note: PayPal charges you approximately 3% every time you use 
this service.  We’ve had many families use this system over this past year and they’ve been happy 
with it.  If your credit card gives you points, or miles, or cash back, you might want to consider 
using PayPal to make your payments.

I can’t encourage you enough to participate in the fundraisers we offer throughout the school year. 
Please participate and you’ll be happily surprised at how those credits help out in your account.
Don’t forget to contact me with any questions, concerns or to reschedule payments and I’ll see 
you at the booster meeting in August.

Our 
kids are in an awesome music program.  They have won many awards and always excel at what 
they do.  In order to have a great program it requires coaches.  Coaches for strings, coaches for 
color guard, coaches for jazz, visual coaches for marching band and the list goes on.  This is what 
we fundraise for.  All of our fundraising dollars go towards paying for these coaches.   
 
That being said, there are many ways to fundraise and most are 50/50 fundraisers, where 1/2 of 
the money raised goes into your student account to offset your costs. 
 
So welcome to the 2009/2010 school year!  Our first fundraiser right off the bat is discount cards, 
you know the cards that you sold in little league or pop warner.  Please DO NOT BUY THEM FROM 
PTSA, buy them from us!  You will get a card in your roundup paperwork that is a discount card 
order form. PLEASE DISREGARD!  BUY THEM FROM THHS MUSIC!  DO NOT BUY THEM FROM PTSA! 
They are $10 each and last year $3.25 of that $10 went back into your student account.  So talk to 
your neighbors and friends and have them buy discount cards from you. We do require that each 
family buy 2. You will receive them during August and your account will be billed.

Our second fundraiser is entertainment books.  They are always a great seller and a great way to 
save money with movie coupons, restaurant coupons, grocery coupons and special discounts on 
entertainment and travel. The books can pay for themselves in one use. Karen Hughes is our 
chairperson, so look for more info from her in the coming month.
 
Last we have a Silent Auction on Back To School Night which is October 15th.  This is an awesome 
fundraiser run by Mitzi Perry.  Donation letters will be available at the August Booster meeting for 
you to distribute and get some great baskets donated.  We have a limit this year of 100 baskets 
and 10 per person. If more are needed, the amount per person will change.  This is also a 50/50 
fundraiser.  It is fun to see the great ideas people come up with.
