Restrooms: Restrooms will be available for spectator use in the stadium near concessions. All other
restrooms on campus will be open for use.

ENSEMBLE INFORMATION
Bus & Truck Parking: Due to the limited parking on our campus, it will not be possible to park your
buses by your equipment trucks. Please follow all directives from our parking lot staff; they will greet
you on Pomona Rincon Rd right at the semi truck parking area.

-All semi trucks will be parked in our bus turnaround & staff parking lot in the front of the admin
building
-All smaller trailers & box trucks will be parked on our blacktop area next to our two gyms

-Buses from groups 1-4 will be parked on St. Gaudens Drive
-Buses from groups 5-17 will be parked on Picasso Drive (both sides of the street will be coned off for
them)
-If needed, overflow bus parking will be on the blacktop area next to our gyms.

Check-in: Check-in will be right inside the silver gates just south of our aquatic center. There will be
signage and volunteers waiting to greet you.

Performer Restrooms: Restrooms will be available for performer use in Center Ice (covered lunch
table area). This is marked on our map attached.

Warm Up: Please use designated areas marked on the map for warmup zones. Color Guards are
free to utilize both the large & small gyms for warm up. Tennis courts are quiet zones.
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Prop Pre-Staging Area: Props can be staged north of the large gym in Racquetball courts. Refer to
the map.

Field Surface: Our field is artificial turf & has high school hashes. Yard markers will be at the front of
the field.

Power on Field: Power will be available at the front sideline near the 50 yard line.

Medical/EMS: First Aid will be at check-in, next to concessions in the stadium, & on Side 2 in the
back of the field. Consult the campus map for the specific locations. Please see any volunteer for
assistance in the case of an emergency.

Retreat: The awards ceremony for all band categories will begin at approximately 8:40 PM. Please
send your student leadership back to the “Band/Staging Entrance” area by 8:20 PM.

Hospitality: Hospitality will be located on Side 2 next to the front bleachers. We are here to provide
you and your staff with complimentary meal service and refreshments. Please feel free to visit with
your staff and enjoy a great meal! Admission to this area will be permitted to those who have an
official WBA Staff Pass ONLY (WBA Field Pass or WBA Media Pass will not be allowed entrance).

Judges/Ensemble Critique: Critique will begin at 8:40 PM & will be located near hospitality
according to WBA schedule.

Credentials: All Ensemble staff and Chaperones should have a WBA Credential for entry into the
stadium. Anyone without a credential will be asked to purchase a ticket. Directors, Staff, WBA Event
Staff, and Adjudicators should have WBA Credentials in order to enter the Hospitality area.

Competition Suite: Adjudicator commentary for all WBA ensembles can be located in Competition
Suite (CS) shortly after the conclusion of each ensemble's performance. Directors may grant CS
access to the staff/instructors, and may request help from WBA to resolve any issues accessing CS.
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
